Chapter 10
Fighting doping in sport
Article 50
1. Doping in sport is defined as the occurrence of one or more of the anti-doping rule violations:
1) presence of a prohibited substance or its metabolites or markers in a sample of a person participating or preparing for participation in sport competitions;

2) use, attempted use, aiding and abetting the use of a prohibited substance or prohibited method by a person participating or preparing for participation in sport competition;

3) possession of a prohibited substance or instruments permitting application of a prohibited method in connection with participation or preparation for participation in sport competition;

4) administration or attempted administration of a prohibited substance and involvement in the preparation or use of a prohibited method in connection with the participation or preparation for participation in sport competition;
5) obstructing or preventing doping control or interfering with it;

6) marketing prohibited substances or instruments permitting application of a prohibited method or involvement in such marketing

2. Any behaviour defined in Article 50 (1) (1-4) is not considered doping in sport if it is pursued for medical reasons and the athlete has been permitted by the Commission Against Doping in Sport to use a specific prohibited substance or prohibited method. Any behaviour defined in Article 50 (1) (6) involving medicinal products, which are marketed pursuant to the provisions laid down in the Pharmaceutical Law of 6 September 2001 (Dz.U. <Journal of Law> 45/2008, item 271 as amendedi)) is not considered doping in sport.
3. A substance is considered prohibited if it can be used to improve sport results in violation of the fair play principle in sport competition, defined in Appendix 1 to the International Convention Against Doping in Sport adopted in Paris on 19 October 2005 (Dz.U. 142/2007, item 999) or in its amendments made pursuant to Article 34 of the Convention.

4. A method is considered prohibited if it can be used to improve sport results in violation of the fair play principle in sport competition, defined in Appendix 1 to the International Convention Against Doping in Sport adopted in Paris on 19 October 2005 (Dz.U. 142/2007, item 999) stipulated in Article 50 (3) above or in its amendments made pursuant to Article 34 of the Convention. 
5. A substance or method is also considered prohibited if it obstructs detection of the substance or method stipulated in Article 50 (3 and 4), stipulated in Appendix 1 to the Convention first above mentioned in Article 50 (3) and in amendments to it made pursuant to Article 34 of the Convention.

6. Institutions organizing sport activities, in particular Polish sport unions and associations, impose sanctions for the use of doping in sport to the extent stipulated in their regulations.
Article 51
1. The Commission Against Doping in Sport, hereinafter referred to as “Commission”, is the body responsible for fighting doping.

2. The Commission consists of a president and 10 members, who are appointed and removed by the minister responsible for physical culture from among professionals actively involved in medicine, sport, ethics, biology or law and who guarantee proper work of the Commission.

3. A person who has been convicted by a valid sentence for an intentional crime or an intentional fiscal offence cannot be a candidate for a Commission member.

4. The Commission president and members are appointed for a 4 year term of office.

5. The Commission, in particular:

1) maintains a list of prohibited substances and methods;

2) conducts doping control in competition and out of competition;

3) conducts anti-doping research;

4) supports, develops and implements educational or training programmes to facilitate fighting doping in sport;

6. The list, which is stipulated in Article 51 (5) (1) is generally available.

7. The Commission may authorize other institutions or bodies to conduct the control, which is stipulated in Article 51 (3) (2).

8. The Commission has its Office, which functions as a state-financed institution.

9. The minister responsible for physical culture in a regulation lays down the constitution of the Commission to ensure that all the responsibilities of the Commission are carried out efficiently. 
Article 52
The minister responsible for physical culture can award a restricted grant to the Institute of Sport in Warsaw in the amount stipulated in the budget law to help maintain the accreditation of the World Anti-Doping Agency and purchase equipment for the purposes of doping control.

Chapter 11

Sanctions
Article 53

1. Any person, who without authorization uses or abuses Olympic or Paralympic symbols and names and the names “Olympic Games”, “Olympic Committee”, “Paralympic Games” or “Paralympic Committee”, shall be subject to a monetary fine.
2. In case of any infringement stipulated in Article 53 (1) compensatory damages for the benefit of the Polish Olympic Committee or Polish Paralympic Committee in the amount of PLN 50,000.00 up to PLN 100,000.00 can be awarded.

Article 54
Cases stipulated in Article 53 are adjudicated pursuant to the provisions of the Code of Procedure in Misdemeanour Cases.
