Chapter 6
Fighting doping in sport

Article 50

1. Doping is the use of prohibited performance-enhancing drugs (substances) or methods.
2. Doping is prohibited.

Article 51
1. The body competent in matters related to doping is the Komisja do Zwalczania Dopingu w Sporcie (Commission Against Doping in Sport), hereinafter referred to as “Commission”.
1a. The Commission consists of 10 to 15 persons.

2. The minister responsible for physical culture and sport, in consultation with the minister responsible for health, appoints members of the Commission for a 4-year term of office from among persons professionally involved in medicine, physical culture, sport, biology or law, who guarantee that the work of the Commission will be performed properly.
3. The minister responsible for physical culture and sport removes a Commission member in the following cases:

1) a Commission member has resigned;

2) a Commission member has fallen ill and the illness makes the Commission member unable to perform the functions permanently;
3) a Commission member has been convicted by a valid sentence for an intentional crime.

4. The minister responsible for physical culture and sport, in consultation with the minister responsible for health, may remove a Commission member when a Commission member has not performed the duties of the Commission member for a period equal to minimum 6 months.

5. When a Commission member has been removed or has died, a new Commission member is appointed pursuant to the provisions laid down in Article 51 (2).

6. The Commission structure and its modus operandi, including making decisions requiring interpretation of anti-doping control, are laid down in the regulations adopted by the Commission and approved by the minister responsible for physical culture and sport.

7. The Commission, in particular:
1) prepares proposals of legal provisions and anti-doping programmes;

2) conducts doping controls;

3) designs and implements prevention education programmes;

4) publishes lists of prohibited substances and methods.

8. The Commission and doping controls are finances from the part of the state budget under the administration of the minister responsible for physical culture and sport.

Article 52
The minister responsible for physical culture and sport, in consultation with the minister responsible for health, publishes in the form of regulation a list of prohibited substances and methods and the procedure of doping control, taking into account the state-of-art scientific achievements and decisions of international sport organizations.
Article 53
1. Athletes must undergo doping control.
2. Athletes undergo doping control during sport competitions and out of sport competitions – during training, meetings, consultations and other sports activities.

3. If athletes refuse to undergo doping control and/or do not report for the control, their athlete license is revoked for a period of 6 months to 2 years.
Article 54
The minister responsible for physical culture and sport, in consultation with the minister responsible for health, defines in a regulation bodies and authorities responsible for conducting doping analyses ensuring that such analyses are made properly.

Article 55
Athletes, coaches and other persons are subject to sanctions for any violation of anti-doping regulations defined by international sport organizations.

Chapter 7

Sanctions

Article 56
1. Any person, who without authorization uses or abuses Olympic symbols and names, which are stipulated in Article 27 (3), shall be subject to a monetary fine.

2. In case of any infringement stipulated in Article 56 (1) compensatory damages for the benefit of the Polish Olympic Committee in the amount of PLN 50,000.00 up to PLN 100,000.00 can be awarded.

Article 57
Any person, who without authorization or license conducts any activities in the field of qualified sport, is subject to a monetary fine.

Article 58
Cases stipulated in Article 56 and Article 57 are adjudicated pursuant to the provisions of the Code of Procedure in Misdemeanour Cases.
